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Introduction

In 1995 the Disability Discrimination Act (DDA) became law.  It followed many years of campaigning 
by disabled people to have a law that could prevent discrimination against disabled people.  
Although the DDA did not go far enough for some disabled people, it did provide protection in a 
number of areas.  

In 1999 the Government set up a Disability Rights Taskforce to review how the Act was working 
and to make proposal to strengthen the Act.  The outcome of this work was the Disability 
Discrimination Act 2005 that has amended the original act in several ways.
